The October, 2010 General Membership Meeting was called to order by President John McDanel at 7:40pm.

The minutes were read and approved. Motion Gloria Rayman. Seconded by Gene Wilson.

Treasurer’s report—Bob Griewahn—The AWDC account recently had $1,200 in expenses which included accounting fees and directors’ and officers’ insurance. The AWCC account shows $63,000 in income and $102,000 in expenses. There was $1,100 income from Wine Tour and Christmas Tour tickets. We also have a invoice for $167 for police coverage for the last Steelers game. A hardcopy of this report is filed with these minutes in the office. A motion to submit for audit was made by Mary Callison. Seconded by Gloria Rayman.

Property Committee—Mary Callison reported that the window project at MacIntosh Row has started. Due to a mistake in the order, the rest of the windows will arrive at the end of the week and be installed.
Bob Griewahn reported that 810 Western deleted from our insurance policy.

Housing and Planning Committee—

         Hipwell property—John DeSantis reported that a proposal for the Hipwell property will be presented at next week’s committee meeting.

-----Lindo’s property—John DeSantis also reported that the committee is still waiting for the submission of specific plans.

----Street sweeping—Martha Helmreich reported that she has called Councilman Lavelle’s office. No one has gotten back to her. However, the local street sweeper told her that our streets will be swept on the posted schedule through November.

-----Western Avenue—Gloria Rayman reported that Kelsey Walko is our new Northside Conference project director. The project is moving forward with excavating for underground wiring starting at The Parador; that the poles will come down after all of the wiring is done; and that we don’t know when the tree planting will take place. John DeSantis recommended that we talk to Northside Conference about refunding our money paid to Tom Rosselot for overseeing the project.
-----Removal of utility poles from neighborhood streets and alleys—Tom Barbush wondered if we could get all the poles removed. Suggestions were to contact Rep. Wheatley’s office and The City to see who owns these poles.

Ways and Means Committee—Gloria Rayman reported that we will net approximately $1,400 from The Wine Tour. There will be a Christmas Tour meeting on Wednesday, October 20 at 7:30pm. In addition to our regular tours, we will have teas, brunches, and possibly a wine tasting this year.
Membership Committee—Tim Zinn reported that there will be a mixer on Friday night at Cassis. Everyone was reminded that dues must be paid by tonight to vote at the November meeting. Payments can be made in cash, check, or on-line. A membership list will be needed for November’s meeting.

Old Business

Allegheny West representation on the NSC Casino Fund Committees—Bob Griewahn will be our rep to The Housing Committee. John DeSantis will be our rep to The Business Committee.

New Business

Nominating Committee--2011 Slate of Officers—John McDanel presented the slate of officers:

There were no nominations from the floor. Elections will take place at the November meeting.

Wooden desks available—Gloria Rayman announced that there are 2 wooden bank desks at 901 Western Avenue. Anyone willing to move them out of the building can have them.
Police coverage during Steelers games—Mary Callison stated that we are spending $500 per game, $4,000 per year, for police coverage. The City should be paying for that. Mary moved that we stop paying for off duty police during Steelers home games. Seconded by Martha Helmreich. John DeSantis recommended that we come up with a plan for post coverage games; that we lean hard on Councilman Lavelle’s office to see what he will do for us; that we should announce to Councilman Lavelle, The Mayor, and Zone 1 that we are not going to subsidize police coverage any longer. Carole Malakoff moved to table the motion. Seconded by Gloria Rayman. We should see how coverage for this week’s game goes and be sure that the police officers get specific instructions. We have 3 weeks before the next home game and can revisit this issue at the November meeting. The motion to table passed.
North Avenue traffic lanes—East Allegheny is pursuing a change in the traffic lanes along East North Avenue between Cedar Avenue and 279. The plan is to use one lane for parking instead of 2 traffic lanes. This will slow down through traffic. Mary Callison moved that we contact Councilwoman Harris’ office to expand this plan to include the entire length of North Avenue from Allegheny Avenue to 279. Seconded by Fran Barbush. The motion passed.
